5. Other business

The proposed items were read and accepted

1. Matters arising from last meeting:

a. Updates on ATMC5, preparation by Dr. Tahani Al Ali and Dr. Salwa Hindawi was commented and thanked for the great effect exerted.

b. Web site matters were not resolved and FAM to discuss this in Amsterdam with Dr. Paul Strengers. (A-FAM)
c. EQC from Tunisia was being extended and Egypt is using it.  To be followed up.

d. Steering Committee staff issue to be re-issued in this meeting.

e. KAB to write to ISBT asking for funding for ATMC (A-KAB)
2. Cairo ISBT

FAM explained there will be a pre-congress educational day on Saturday 21st.March “Role of IT in Blood Services”.  This day was arranged in conjunction between Pia Pruce and Dr. Paul Ashley.  GAG suggested to use the experience of Turkey and MAE suggested to have a workshop on this subject before deciding on any particular system.  BAA suggested (after the meeting) to invite all major companies (Cerner, Inlog, MAK-SYSTEM, Hemasoft and MedInfo) in addition to locally made ones (as Turkey) to have presentations during the meeting. 
FAM also explained on Sunday 22nd March there will be 3 parallel sessions one of which will be in Arabic intended for paramedical staff. 
3. Web site

The need to manage the web site is still there.  FAM will approach the IT person at the National center to see if he will accept this as an extra task. (A-FAM) 
4. Changes in Steering Committee

GAG suggested to regulate the working parties and duration in ATMC, he also insisted to depart heading the SC.  After deliberation it was agreed unanimously to have Dr. Gabra as Honorary Chair and to ask Dr. Boukef to be the new Chair, both accepted. GAG to write thanking Dr. John Barbara for his contribution in ATMC (A-GAG).  It was agreed to invite the following to join the Steering Committee:

5. Other businesses

b. ATMC 6 Algeria, 2009. KAB, Kahina, Tahani and Rana will be responsible for next meeting in Algeria (A-Kahina)
c. ATMC 7, 2010. All accepted to be held in Kuwait (A-Rana)
d. Financial role (Treasurer). GAG will pass the responsibility to KAB who will also write to the ISBT for funding. (A-GAG, KAB).
e. The committee has discussed with Dr. A. Aldrees, who kindly agreed, to present the ATMC recommendations as “consensus statements” to the Arab Ministers of Health.
f. GCBS of WHO and ATMC collaboration. A member of ATMC will be represented in the GCBS meetings.

g. Working groups. MAE suggested to have one member from each country/ region to take the recommendations of ATMC to their countries/regions.
h. Haemovigilance. PAS extended an invitation for those interested to attend the European Haemovigilance meeting in February 2009 in Rome. SAH explained the progress made in the regional trial which will be presented as a poster at next ISBT meeting in Cairo, March, 2009.  The forms have been finished by BAA and the software will be prepared by Kemal Ketari (KEK) as a B version in June 2009 and volunteers are asked to start using it.   Plan to have it ready for operation and presented at the next ATMC meeting in Algeria, November 2009.  (A-SAH,BAA;KEK)
