Recommendations
A- For  patient Safety

          Liaison between Blood transfusion centers and the clinical wards

1. policy and procedures  that regulates the Specimens Collections and  Transport  with the  patients  Request Forms to  the blood transfusion center from the concerned sites with training and  continuous auditing 
2. Establishing  a policy and procedures  that regulates the transport  of the  blood  components   from the blood transfusion center  to concerned sites with training and  continuous auditing 
3. Emphasizing the rule of the hospital Blood Transfusion Committee which can be run monthly including chief representative of all the sites concerned with the blood transfusion process

4. Establishing local guidelines for blood components transfusion especially FFP. 
5. Transfusion Safety Officer: Allocating  transfusion qualified  person  after receiving proper training  followed by  competency testing

6. Training Courses 
i. Encouraging extending medical undergraduate training hours in blood transfusion. 
ii. Stressing the value of WHO Quality management courses in the training of selective staff   especially that it is available in Arabic language. 
iii. Arranging Regular CME courses to all people involved in transfusion and including competency assessment.
B- Environmental Safety

     Policy and procedures that regulates disposal and environmental safety

C- Haemovigilance 
Implementation of a policy and procedures that regulates a heamovigilance system at the national level
D- Quality 

Implementation a quality management system which covers the entire spectrum of the blood transfusion process.

Applies the GMP principles in all the blood transfusion services  

E- Training

Training program  must covers all staff

Training program in BT must be planned, implemented and evaluated

              For the students in Medicine: 
• It is necessary to have courses on general bases blood (Immuno-Hematology) in the `general hematology (preferable) or the immunology (2 or 3rd year) 
• more precise information on blood transfusion as part of hematologic diseases (5EM year) 
• training during a period of 15 days in the blood transfusion service of a hospital and a blood transfusion center 
• During the graduate specialization: theory and practical training  
• A specific training for people who work in the BTS must be mandatory 
• A degree in transfusion medicine 
• A reference center in the region for training of trainers in transfusion medicine
